The idea of forming a senior club to represent the 
rapidly growing area around Corringham and 
Stanford-le-Hope gradually evolved from the 
successful Corringham Social Club Sunday team 
towards the late 1960’s. On Sunday 27th April 1969 a 
meeting was held at the Corringham Club, and it 
was agreed that we should form East Thurrock 
United FC.  A major force in getting the new club off 
the ground was Brian Fayres, who was to become 
the “Rocks” first ever team manager.
	 In their inaugural season, 1969-70, the club played 
in the Southern Essex Combination, with home 
games being played at Corringham Recreation 
Ground, and the fledgling Rocks finished third in 
the table.  For the next season the Rocks gained use 
of the former LATHOL company sports ground in 
Billet Lane Stanford le Hope, and with the improved 
facilities there, switched to the Greater London 
League, playing in their reserve section which in 
those days was a route into senior football for aspiring 
intermediate level clubs.
	 1970-71 saw the Rocks winning their first league 
title, becoming champions of Greater London 
reserve division two, and following promotion they 
became reserve division one champions in 1971-72. 
The club then gained senior non-league status, but 
in order to achieve this had to move to groundshare 
with Grays Athletic.  Despite facing considerably 
stronger opposition, the Rocks went on to finish 
champions of senior division two of what had become 
the Metropolitan London League. The Rocks third 
championship and promotion in successive seasons.

	 So, the 1973-74 season saw the Rocks playing in 
the top division of the Met-London League, but after 
making an excellent start with wins over fancied

sides Cray Wanderers and Swanley Town, things 
turned somewhat sour, and they ended the 
season just avoiding relegation.
	 A period of struggle then followed. The club lost 
the use of Grays Rec, and had to move back to the 
very basic, slowly deteriorating, and now council 
owned Billet Ground.
	 The club also lost a number of key figures, as it 
slowly became obvious that finding a site on which 
to develop a home ground was a much more 
difficult proposition than had originally been 
envisaged.  At the end of the 1974-75 season the 
committee proposed at a general meeting that 
the club be wound up, and only a decisive casting 
vote from chairman Ted Comer ensured the club 
survived to fight another day.
	 During the mid-late seventies, the club 
consolidated their position as members of the 
Met-London/London-Spartan League, while off
the field the committee continued their search for 
a site on which to develop a ground.  In 1979 the 
club switched from the London Spartan to the 
Essex Senior League.
	 In the early 1980’s the club became interested 
in a site in Rookery Hill, Corringham. It had been 
purchased by a Housing Association, but they had 
subsequently been refused planning permission 
and had to sell the site.  August 1982 saw the club 
exchanging contracts, and Rookery Hill was theirs.  
All they had to do then was convert a couple of 
rough farm and grazing fields into a football 
ground.  After a lot of hard work, the club marked 
their first ever real home game with a 7-0 win over 
Coggeshall Town on 25th August 1984.

Under manager Roger Bond the Rocks gradually 
improved their placings in the Essex Senior League, 
and after going close on two occasions, finally 
won promotion to the Isthmian League in 1992.
	 Tommy Lee became the manager for four 
seasons in the late 1990’s, but a big change took 
place in 2001 when the club fell into financial
difficulties, and local businessman Benny Bennett 
took control of the club.  Under Benny, and new 
manager Lee Patterson the Rocks moved up the 
pyramid, making it to the Isthmian Premier in 2005.  



			     			 

In late October 2007 Lee was enticed away to 
manage National League side Braintree, and 
his assistant John Coventry became the Rocks 
new manager.
	 Despite suffering relegation from the Isthmian 
Premier by the narrowest of margins at the end of 
his first season, under “Covo” the Rocks went on to 
enjoy the most successful period in their short 
history to date.  In 2009, Covo brought in a young 
striker named Sam Higgins. “Higgo” was well known 
to John Coventry, having been part of the Thurrock 
District Schools team which John had coached.  	
	 Having been with the Southend United and 
Millwall youth sides, at 19 years old Sam had already 
tried his luck with Conference South sides Fisher 
Athletic and Bishops Stortford.  However, it was 
under John Coventry at the Rocks that he was to 
make his name, smashing the club goalscoring 
records, and ending his Rocks career in 2019 with 
275 club goals.
	 Under John Coventry the team made club 
history, reaching the first round proper of the FA 
Cup on two occasions, won two promotions,
enjoyed their best ever FA Trophy run, won their 
first ever Essex Senior Cup, and enjoyed three 
brilliant seasons mixing it with the “big boys” of 
non-league in National South. 
	 Sadly, the clubs third season in National South 
ended in relegation back into the Isthmian Premier.  
2019-20 was to be a sad season at Rookery Hill, as 
firstly much-loved club owner Benny Bennett 
sadly passed away, and a few months later John 
Coventry announced that he would be standing 
down at the end of the season. Then Covid hit, 
meaning all football at our level was brought to a 
halt in early March 2020.
	 Things looked bleak for the club’s future for a 
while, as most of the off-field management and

admin teams also departed the club at the same 
time as John Coventry.  However, the arrival in the 
spring of 2020 of a new owner in Alfie Best, the 
founder and chairman of the Thurrock based 
Wyldecrest Parks residential park homes empire, 
along with a new admin team recruited mostly 
from supporters and former players, and led from 
the front by new chairman Steve Wiseman the 
club kept the show on the road.
	 Former Romford FC boss Paul Martin was 
appointed the new team manager, but sadly the 
club only managed nine league games before 
the second covid wave caused another lockdown, 
bringing a second successive season to a 
premature conclusion.
	 2021-22 saw football returning to something like 
normality, but also ended in relegation with the Rocks, 
returning to Isthmian North for the first time in eleven 
years.  November 2021 saw manager Paul Martin 
standing down after a run of heavy defeats, and he 
was replaced by the former Tilbury FC management 
team of Marc Harrison and Liam Wallace.

EVERY SO often in Non-League 
football something will spark a 
new major talking point.
	 Last week it was the revelation from the 
PFA warning players about changes to player 
contracts from July 1 that they say they can’t 
support. However, the PFA don’t have an 
agreement in place to represent Non-League 
footballers.
	 In case you missed it, here’s the rundown.
The FA is introducing a document that National 
League System clubs wanting to place players 
on contract must now sign. It comes into 
effect this summer, specifically from July 1.
	 Minimum conditions will apply to all new 
contracts, as well as renewed ones – 
including extensions.
	 In a statement, the FA explained it has 
updated the arrangement ‘to better reflect 
current employment legislation and to 
provide each party with greater certainty.’
	 The NLP understands that the existing 
contract, which has been used for some time, 
no longer complies with UK employment law.
	 Lawyers hired by the game’s governing 
body, in addition to others consulted for a 
second and separate opinion, both concluded 
that it needed amending to protect against 
legal challenges.
	 The big focus as been on injured players. 
Under the new contract, if a player suffers an 
injury while playing, they will only receive their 
full wages for 12 weeks at Step 1, and six weeks 
if playing at Step 2 or below.
	 If the player is still ill or injured after this initial 
period on full wages, the club can reduce their 
wages to Statutory Sick Pay – a little over £99 
per week – until they are fit again.

	 In addition, a contract can be terminated, 
with three months’ notice, if in the opinion of 
a club-instructed medic the player is unable 
to play for a period of four months.
	 Every contracted player will also be 
entitled to receive holiday pay, awarded pro-
rata if they are not engaged for a full calendar 
year. Those on a 39-week deal would be 
entitled the equivalent of four weeks’ leave. 
	 A lot of the focus has been on the injury 
aspect of the new contract. A reminder, clubs 
must conform to the minimum standards 
when they sign a player on contract.
	 However, they can offer to continue paying 
players in full if they sustain an injury – much 
as they do now. For that to happen, players 
‘opt in’ to the arrangement by ticking a box.
	 Macclesfield, on course to be promoted to 
the Northern Premier League’s top flight this 
season, have already said they will do exactly 
that. Boreham Wood have expressed support 
for players too and it will be interesting to see 
how the game reacts as time goes on.
	 National League players have quickly 
mobilised, impressively so. Yeovil Town captain 



Josh Staunton gathered the 24 Step 1 captains 
into a WhatsApp group and they’ve released 
a statement calling for talks on the situation.
	 Their stance has garnered support from 
their peers and, on social media, fans seem 
to have their backs. 
	 Staunton told us: “In the League we’d have 
the PFA. Unfortunately we don’t have anyone 
so we had to make sure we had togetherness 
or else it would get dismissed really quickly 
and we’d be bowing down to something we 
don’t believe in. Ultimately, as a person, you 
have to stand up for what you believe in, 
don’t you?”
	 So, what are the likely consequences? 
One immediate and obvious impact is on 
clubs’ wage bills – well, those with contracted 
players who are now entitled to holiday pay.
	 The more players they have on deals, 
the more money they must find. It remains 
to be seen if that leads to fewer contracts 
being offered.
	 Ironically, should that happen, there would 
be an increase in non-contract players who 
have even fewer rights and benefits.
	 Competitions that make up the National 
League System, together with the Professional 
Footballers’ Association (PFA) and the Football 
Supporters’ Association (FSA), were consulted 
by the governing body on the changes.
	 It means officials have been able to warn 
clubs they were coming, and to prepare.
	 Northern Premier League chairman Mark 
Harris has urged clubs to think carefully before 
deciding how they will adjust to changes in 
the contracts. He said: “We can help by passing 
on information, but we can’t give legal advice. 
Like any businesses, clubs have to seek their 
own. And that’s how it should be; every player 
is different, and so is every negotiation.
	 “The PFA was closely involved in discussions 
up to the point of launch, and it’s since made 
its position clear.
	 “It remains to be seen how many clubs use 
the discretion they have to go above and 
beyond the minimum standards attached to 
the new contract.”
	 It seems this story will run for a while yet.

GUNDI: THE 
BULGARIAN HERO

At first it seems a simple question. Who 
is the greatest Bulgarian to have ever 
played the game? The nation boasts 

just one Ballon d’Or winner, and that man, Hristo 
Stoichkov, became a legend both for his country 
and for Barcelona, one of the giants of the 
European game. He is rightly regarded as one 
of the finest footballers of his generation. So 
why is it that if you ask the question in Bulgaria, 
you’ll likely get a different answer?
	 Georgi Asparuhov – Gundi – was born in 
the middle of the Second World War, in Sofia, 
and spent most of his childhood in the post-war 
chaos demonstrating his prodigious talent in 
the city’s youth league. As he turned 15 in the 
late 1950s, he was invited for a trial at city 
heavyweights Levski Sofia, and duly taken on 
as a member of their under 16 side. It wasn’t 
long before he made his mark there as well, 
with his manager Konstantin Georgiev reporting 
to the first team that ‘there is nothing we can 
do with him’ to make him better. ‘The boy is a 
born footballer.’
	 Gundi didn’t stick around in the youth teams 
for long, and he was in the first team, at just 
17, against Botev Plovdiv. Tall and imposing, the 
Levski coaches thought he was a natural centre 
back, despite Gundi’s belief in his attacking 
talents. Grateful, however, he lined up at the 
back, but he couldn’t contain his own talents. 
He quickly became known for both goalscoring 
and for dribbling out of defence, often 
embarrassing his opponents. When he was 
called up for Bulgaria’s youth teams, and 
excelled. In a tournament in Austria, he jinked 
past two players and scored from almost the 

halfway line. Everyone agreed, he was an 
attacker, and that’s where he played from 
then on.
	 National Service threatened to stall Gundi’s 
career just as he made his breakthrough, but 
he was allowed to continue playing for the club 
nearest to where he was stationed; Botev 
Plovdiv. In his two seasons, he transformed 
them from mid-table fodder to genuine title 
contenders, finishing third and then second. 
But his heart was in Sofia, and when he was 
released from the military he went back to 
Levski. By now he had become an imposing 
striker. Tall, strong, fast, he was a defence’s 
nightmare. In 1965 Levski won their first title in 12 
years, with Gundi scoring 27 in 29. He then went 
off with the national team to a difficult World 
Cup qualifier against Belgium, which Bulgaria 
were expected to lose. In a performance 



described as ‘divine’ he scored twice to 
send his country to the finals, and would be 
nominated for the Ballon d’Or, ahead of Franz 
Beckenbauer and Ferenc Puskas.
	 With Levski in now European Cup action, 
it was inevitable that some European giants 
would come knocking. After three goals against 
Benfica, the Portuguese champions made 
an approach, with Eusebio declaring that he 
craved to play alongside the Bulgarian. Milan 
were the most persistent though, making 
repeated offers. Bulgaria, under strict 
communist control refused to let him leave 
the country.
	 The 1966 World Cup was a disappointment 
for Bulgaria, but Gundi flourished. In a group 
of death with Brazil, Portugal and Hungary 
(with Ballon d’Or winner Florian Albert). Gundi 
scored his side’s only goal, but was unable to 
carry the team himself with so much talent 
against him. He left disappointed, but with his 
reputation further enhanced.
	 Unfortunately, his heroics just made him 
more of a target in what was an increasingly 
violent Bulgarian league. Injuries threatened 
to finish his career early, but it was to end in 
far more tragic circumstances.
	 Having been injured once too often, and 
unable to play for Levski, Gundi was invited to 
a celebration by Botev Plovdiv, who still loved 
him from his two season spell there a decade 
earlier. He took his international teammate 
Nikola Kotkov with him for the ride, and picked 
up a hitchhiker on the road. As he made his way 
down the Hemus motorway, his Alfa Romeo 
lost control and smashed into a truck. The 
car was set alight, and all three men died. 
Kotkov was 32, Gundi was 28.
	 In 1999, he was voted (ahead of Stoichkov) 
as Bulgaria’s greatest ever player. He was 
placed 40th on FIFA’s list of the greatest players 
of the twentieth century. It is impossible to 
guess how his reputation might have changed 
had he moved to Western Europe, but one 
suspects he might be much more readily 
remembered. For Gundi, though, he achieved 
his dream. One audacious attempt by Milan to 

lure him across the Iron Curtain, with the promise 
of $500,000, a contract level with the highest 
paid player in Italy, and most importantly, 
safe passage out of the Communist bloc, he 
responded by saying ‘there is a country 
called Bulgaria, and in this country there is a 
team called Levski. You may not have heard 
of it, but I was born there and there I shall die.’ 
Tragically, he was right.

Enjoy the game.
